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Course Content

The course aims to increase an individuals’ professional competence as a
university teacher, i.e. becoming a teacher in higher education. An
important theme of the course is how teachers can support students’
knowledge and learning development considering activities demanding
physical presence as well as the use of digital learning environments
under the frameworks and regulations that govern higher education. The
course relies on individual experiences and teaching practices as a basis.
This should be further developed and improved by relating these
practices to theories of knowledge and learning and pedagogical
principles. The course participants are introduced to the educational
merit portfolio.

— Core supporting documents

— Subject didactics challenges

— Principles of higher education,

— Educational merit portfolio
